DONE also requires all Board
members to have signed they have received a copy of the Code of Conduct. While not required to vote
any Board member who does not sign the acknowledgment of receipt will be removed from the Board by
DONE.

7:20 8. Discussion and possible action to appoint any interested qualified stakeholders to any
appropriate vacant board seats. (5min)

Candidates must present documents to the Secretary that prove their identity and a "stake" in the
Neighborhood Council, as required by each seat. Examples: a Driver’s License, Consular Card or Student
ID will prove identity. A Driver’s License with a current address will also prove that a person lives within
the council boundaries. However, the district seats are specific to either "nomeowner" or "renter". For this
reason, homeowners must present a recent mortgage statement or a tax bill, and renters must present a
recent rent receipt or a lease. Business seats require a business card with a local address, a Business
Tax Registration Certificate, or some other indication that the person works (including volunteer work) or
operates a business within the council boundaries. Community Interest stakeholders (for an Unlimited At-
Large seat) must provide a document that proves a substantial and ongoing interest within the boundaries,
which is often evidenced by membership in a local organization. (No Unlimited At-Large seat is open at
this time. However, Community Interest stakeholders can be appointed to either of the vacant Alternate
positions.) Signed letters from responsible parties can also be provided. The Secretary will determine the
adequacy of the candidate's documentation. No actual documents will be kept and interested
stakeholders are only required to show the document for verification.

One Youth Representative to the Board has been specified in the council's bylaws until it was inadvertently
omitted by the Department of Neighborhood empowerment when the Department reorganized the existing
bylaws to fit a new standard Table of Contents. The council has continued to appoint at least one Youth
Representative for a one-year term. Although this one position is currently filled, the Board could decide to
add another Youth Representative. A Youth Representative is not part of the voting Board. This is a
position that allows youth to express opinions on council issues.

7:30 10. Discussion and possible action on the recommendation of the Land Use Committee that
the Board SUPPORT a REVISED proposed development of 9701 and 9707 North Vesper Avenue,
Panorama City, CA 91402. The proposal has been changed from an ownership project to a rental project
because the opinion of the City Council District 6 staff is that recent state law makes this the only practical
project. The former request for a Small Lot Subdivision (which the PCNC Board had supported in the
concept stage) is now a request for a 36 unit apartment building. The planning requests are now for a
General Plan Amendment from Low Medium | to General Commercial. Zone Change from RD3 to C4 for
the Development and Use of a 36 unit multi residential apartment community and 1,500 sf of commercial
fronting Vesper Avenue on an approximate 36,681 square foot lot. In compliance with 4% shall be set
aside for Extremely Low Income and 6% shall the set aside for Very Low Income housing for a total of 5
low income housing units. The applicant is Bobby Younessi of Vesper Partners, LLC
(bobby@hpdevelopments.com). The applicant's representative is Athena Novak of AHN & Associates, LL
(athenanvk@aol.com, 818-906-7449). (20 min)

7:50 11. Consideration and possible action to recommend that the Los Angeles City Council take
a position in opposition to California Senate Bill 50 as part of the City Council's legislative agenda.
The bill mandates that local jurisdictions grant incentives to proposed residential housing projects
that are either "job-rich" and "transit-rich". It essentially overrides local planning and zoning
considerations by stating that the matters subject to the proposed rules are matters of statewide concern,
rather than of local concern. This matter will be considered by the PCNC Land Use Committee on
Monday, February 25 at 7:00 pm, after the time this agenda is posted. (10 min)

8:00 12. Consideration and possible action on a proposed supportive apartment housing project
at 9502 Van Nuys Boulevard (the northeast corner of Van Nuys and Plummer Street). The project
replaces the formerly-planned market rate apartment project. It will replace the current automotive use
and a single family home that now occupy the land. This will be a long-term project that is funded for the
safe housing of individuals and families who have been the victims of domestic violence. The project was
considered and viewed favorably by the Land Use Committee. The current plans differ from the project
that was considered because of on-grade parking instead of subterranean parking. The Chair of the Land
Use Committee recommends that the Board consider the project at its meeting on Thursday, February 28,
so that the Board has an opportunity to express an opinion of the development. The project is being

Council Process: The council gained its official city role upon certification by the Board of Neighborhood Commissioners on March 15, 2007.
Everyone who lives, works or owns real property within the boundaries of the Panorama City Neighborhood Council, or who declares a
Community Interest in the area and the basis for it, is a "stakeholder". All stakeholders are members of the Council. Stakeholders elect a Board of
Directors to represent them. This Board is recognized as the decision-making entity by the City of Los Angeles. The current Board was elected on
April 2, 2016. While the Board is the official decision-making entity, meetings are conducted as much as possible in a town hall spirit. Committees
are open to anyone with an interest in Panorama City. Panorama City's neighborhood council is much more than its Board, and it depends on
public participation for its success.

Posting Sites: California's open meetings law, the Ralph M. Brown Act, requires that meeting notices be physically posted at a regular location 72
hours in advance for regular meetings and 24 hours in advance for special meetings. The location must be accessible to the public seven days a
week, 24 hours a day. That location is the outside steel doors of the Plaza Del Valle Community Room, Building G, 8700 Van Nuys Boulevard,
Panorama City, CA 91402. This council is also required to follow the City of Los Angeles posting policy for Neighborhood Councils. That policy
additionally requires that councils post agendas through the city's Early Notification System (ENS), post the agendas on the council's website (if
one exists), and make an effort to send agendas by electronic mail (if such a list exists). This council posts agendas on its website,
panoramacitync.org. This council uses the city's ENS mailing list as its agenda email list. You may sign up for the ENS agenda system at:
http://lacity.org/government/Subscriptions/NeighborhoodCouncils/index.htm.

In addition to the Plaza Del Valle posting location, this council MAY post agendas at other locations within Panorama City. These may include: (1)
Panorama City Branch Library, 14345 Roscoe Boulevard; (2) Panorama Recreation Center, 8600 Hazeltine Avenue; (3) Sepulveda Recreation
Center, 8801 Kester Avenue; and (4) Casa Esperanza, 14705 Blythe Street.

In addition to the ENS agenda list, this council MAY include agendas in its occasional informational emails. You can subscribe to the council's
informational email list by sending your request to 'info@panoramacitync.org’. You can also sign up on the council's website. In order to respect
our stakeholders' inboxes, messages to the informational email list will be sent at most once or twice a month. The only way to assure that you will
receive emailed agendas is through the ENS list.

When
this is done, the agenda packets are normally made available both to Board or committee members and to the general public at the start of the
posted meeting. In compliance with Government Code section 54957.5, non-exempt writings that are distributed to a majority or all of the Board or
committee in advance of a meeting may be viewed by appointment at the Panorama City Neighborhood Council office, 14500 Roscoe Boulevard,
Suite 400, Panorama City, CA 91401, (818-714-2133) during normal business hours, or at the scheduled meeting. In addition, if you would like a
copy of any record related to an item on the agenda, please contact Cheryl Compton, PCNC - Secretary, 14500 Roscoe Boulevard, Suite 400,
Panorama City, CA 91402 (ComptonPCNC@gmail.org).
